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What is Tribe of Lone Bear and How will it Help My Troop? 
 

The Tribe of Lone Bear is Ozark Trails Council's older camper honor program for Camp Arrowhead.  It 

was founded on July 11, 2000.  More than 700 Scouts and Scouters are involved in the program and it has 

grown each summer. 

 

The Tribe of Lone Bear is designed to retain older boys in Scouting by getting them involved and excited 

about attending summer camp and helping in their troops and on camp staff.  It also builds anticipation and 

excitement in younger Scouts as they watch older Scouts become more involved and active in the Tribe of 

Lone Bear. 

 

The Tribe of Lone Bear helps to retain older boys through avenues such as: 

 

Family involvement - The tribe teaches Scouts that they have a duty to their families and their homes, re-

minds each Scout of his obligation to his family, and asks him to find ways to serve his mother and father 

and other family members. 

 

Religious involvement - The tribe reminds each Scout that he pledged on his honor to do his best to do his 

duty to God, and asks him to promise to involve himself in a religious aspect of his life, to develop good 

character and to make ethical choices that are pleasing to God. 

 

Community Involvement - The tribe encourages each Scout to be involved in his community, through his 

troop or other community organizations, discusses how he can be a better citizen, and asks him to come up 

with ways that he can be involved in his community, state and nation. 

 

Helping Others - The tribe helps to retain older Scouts who will be role models and troop leaders by instill-

ing each Scout with a calling to help younger Scouts advance and stay in Scouting, by asking him to 

pledge to help others, and by recognizing older Scouts with paint responsibility elevations for work on the 

unit level and camp staff. 

 

The Tribe of Lone Bear's leaders hope each of these areas is evident in a Tribesman as he advances through 

the program, and hope unit leaders can see a difference in Scouts who are members.  We also hope older 

Scouts will become more active in troops, posts and teams as a result of these areas being reinforced in 

their daily lives. 
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Adult leaders and the troop committee 
 

Adult leaders have a responsibility in Lone Bear that parallels and reinforces their role as Scout leaders.  

This responsibility is summed up best by a Native American Indian concept “being deep, abiding and ever-

lasting friendship and warmth of heart to reach down and lift up those younger and weaker.”  This concept 

comes to us from the combined tribal languages of the Shoshone, Sioux, and Arapaho nations.  The high 

ideals of Scouting and of Lone Bear are brought to life for young men when leaders of character extend the 

hand that “lifts up.”  Each adult tribal member can perform that task by counseling and guiding a Scout 

along the paths of the Oath and Law, by providing opportunities for personal growth, skill development 

and leadership practice, and by creating an environment that fosters the attitude of selfless service to oth-

ers. 

 

The responsibility of the Troop Committee includes supporting the troop’s program and giving special at-

tention to the personal development of each Scout.  While performing these duties, the Troop Committee 

should examine the special needs of Scouts as they relate to their eligibility and growth in Lone Bear. 

 

The Troop Committee can be successful in that endeavor by creating a well-rounded troop program that 

ensures that each Scout has the opportunity for skills development, leadership experience, and personal 

growth.  Annual program planning for the troop’s activities usually takes place in late summer and should 

be based on the needs and desires of the Scouts.  Late in the year, the troop finalizes its summer camp 

plans and begins to actively promote the long-term resident camp experience for every boy in the unit.  The 

Troop Committee will want to review the advancement progress of the Scouts who are prospective foxmen 

or braves, and review the leadership shown by Scouts and young adult Scouters who are eligible for war-

rior and paint responsibility recognitions. 

 

Before the troop arrives at Camp Arrowhead, the Committee and the Scoutmaster will need to make their 

recommendations for Lone Bear.  When the adult leadership has reached a majority opinion on what per-

sonal step in growth will best benefit each Scout and young adult Scouter who meets the minimum require-

ments of Lone Bear, as stated on each recommendation form, the committee chair and the Scoutmaster 

need to complete the recommendation forms.  Please pay attention to the following points: 

 

1. Please read the Lone Bear information in this Leader’s Guide carefully and fill out the forms com-

pletely with accurate information. 

2. Remember that this recommendation is confidential.  No Scout or young adult Scouter should be told 

whether he is being recommended.  Decisions on whether to inform adults that they are being recom-

mended is up to troop committees as they see fit. 

3. If your committee decides to recommend a Scout who does not meet the requirements but whom you 

strongly feel meets the required maturity and leadership qualities, you must include a written statement 

with the recommendation.  Give the reasons the Scout doesn’t meet the requirements.  Unusual circum-

stances will be considered on a case-by-case basis. 

4. The final decision on entering Lone Bear when there is exceptions, unusual circumstances and for paint 

elevations recommended for 18 to 20-year-old Scouters, rest with the Tribal Council who are in camp. 

5. The forms should be turned in to the camp office as soon as your troop arrives on the first day of camp 

so that call lists can be prepared for campfire that evening.  Recommendations for all possible new 

honorary warriors and honored women, together with their induction fees, should be turned in the first 

day also.  If it turns out that a Scouter cannot be inducted this session, Lone Bear will refund the fees 

that were paid for him or her. 
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How to make recommendations for Lone Bear 
 

The Troop Committee makes the decisions as to which Scouts and which Scouters between 18-20 years 

old will be recommended for a call or advancement.  All members of the committee should be notified of 

the time and date of the meeting that those decisions will be made.  Before the discussions and votes, the 

committee should decide on the voting method, whether parents of a Scout or Scouter will vote on his rec-

ommendation, and whether the results are to be made known to ALL committee members. 

 

Before the meeting, the unit leader should prepare recommendations for all boys who meet the minimum 

objective requirements of rank, age and years in long-term camp.  It is the responsibility of the committee 

to decide whether the Scout meets the fourth requirement of Scout Spirit and participation, in light of the 

stated purpose of the Tribe of Lone Bear (see “A Message to Troop Committee” on page 6). 

 

Lone Bear has no quotas for each troop.  A troop committee may recommend all of the Scouts and 

Scouters who measure up to the requirements of the tribe and the troop. 

 

After the decisions have been made, the committee chair and the unit leader sign the recommendations of 

those who have been approved.  Both signatures are required.  The applications for those who are not ap-

proved should be destroyed. 

 

REMEMBER!!!  ALL RECOMMENDATIONS ARE CONFIDENTIAL.  No Scout or 18 -to 20-year-

old Scouter should know whether he is being recommended for call or advancement. 

 

The Tribe of Lone Bear is not a secret organization.  However, to let a Scout or Scouter know that he or 

she has been recommended for a call or advancement would reduce the glamour and excitement, the mys-

tery and magic that is so much a part of Lone Bear.  All tribesmen have the responsibility to “protect the 

tribe” from those whose “feet have not trod the trails.”  Please join with the tribal leadership in keeping all 

things confidential. 

 

A form must be completed for each person to be considered.  Use only the official forms that are included 

in this Leaders Guide. 
 

If a Scout being considered for foxman or brave does not meet all requirements and the committee wants to 

recommend him, complete the recommendation form and attach a letter of explanation.  Tribal Council 

members will make the final decision.  All unusual or abnormal health conditions must be noted in a letter 

sealed in an envelope that is attached to the recommendation, so that it can be kept confidential from all 

who don’t need to know that information. 
 

A summary of the recognitions and symbols 

1. Foxman is the first recognition in the tribe but a foxman is not a tribesman.  It’s a preparatory step to 

maintain his interest in the program.  Recognition is by a medicine stick with four bands on it. 

2. Brave is the first rank.  Recognition is by a medicine pouch and single claw.  A brave does not have to 

have first been a foxman. 

3. The second rank is known as hardway warrior, honorary warrior or honored woman, depending on the 

tribesman.  A hardway warrior (one who entered the tribe under age 18) wears double claws back-to-

back pointing either up or down at his choice.  An honorary warrior or honored woman wears double 

claws in the shape of a full moon, with the tips pointing down. 

4. Paint on the tips of claws is awarded as recognition of status and extra responsibility.  Paint responsi-

bilities are not ranks.  Paint is given only to hardway warriors, honorary warriors and honored women. 

 

Rememberðthis is a program for the benefit of Scouts.  Non-tribesmen over the age of 18 will be 

considered for tribal recognition only as adults. 
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A message to Troop Committee members 

 
The Tribe of Lone Bear is a Camp Arrowhead honor and leadership program, based upon the intensifica-

tion of the principles and ideals of Scouting.  Its purpose is to provide recognition for Scouts and Scouters 

who have demonstrated and proven their devotion to Scouting’s principles and ideals.  It is for Scouts but it 

is led by Scouters to provide consistency from year to year.  Scouters are brought into the tribe so they may 

interpret and encourage these principles in the lives of boys. 

 

As a member of the Troop Committee you have the responsibility to vote on recommending Scouts for the 

honor of initial or further recognition in the Tribe of Lone Bear.  Please do not take this responsibility 

lightly. 

 

Recognizing or not recognizing a Scout for tribal membership sends a strong signal to that Scout concern-

ing his performance as a Scout during the past year.  This “performance” is all encompassing.  It includes 

personal performance (such as advancement, attendance, and attitude) as well as performance within the 

group, including the patrol and troop (such as leadership, maturity, responsibility and service to others).  

The ideals of the Tribe of Lone Bear program are very high.  Scouts whose performance does not measure 

up to a high standard should not expect to be recognized.  To recognize them sends a counter-productive 

signal to them concerning their behavior.  On the other hand, not recognizing a deserving Scout can be 

equally destructive.  This is the reason why your responsibility is so important. 

 

The Council of Chieftains of the tribe has set specific minimum requirements for recognition in the catego-

ries of advancement (rank), age and number of years in long-term Scout camp.  These requirements are 

designed to try to ensure that each Scout recognized with membership has the experience and maturity to 

fully appreciate the honor and to fully comprehend the responsibilities of membership in Lone Bear.  It 

also ensures that participation in this program will not substantially interfere with the normal effort that 

should be put toward a Scout’s advancement in rank.  These requirements are essentially objective, fair, 

and inviolate.  The area left to the Troop Committee to decide is the subjective evaluation of the individual 

performance of the Scout or young adult Scouter.  As mentioned above, this “performance” includes ac-

tions and attitudes in areas more numerous and important than the three objective requirements of rank, 

age, and years in long-term camp.  A Scout is taught he is a Scout 24 hours a day and that the values of 

Scouting are not something to be turned off when he leaves a troop meeting.  We cannot observe him all of 

the time, so the importance of a free-flowing CONFIDENTIAL  discussion of each candidate’s perform-

ance before the voting is so very important. 

 

You have noted that this recognition is referred to above as an honor granted for past achievements and 

performance.  One of the most common misuses of this program is to use it as a motivator for future per-

formance and/or participation.  The Scouts or Scouters being recognized, and the other Scouts and Scouters 

who observe the recognition, will not perceive it this way.  For this reason, primarily, you should vote 

based on past achievement and performance so that your “signals” are clear to everyone.  Try not to judge 

Scouts and Scouters against one another but against the standard described in the first paragraph above and 

the pledge that each Scout and Scouter makes “to do my best.” 

 

Please do not share this information or the content and results of any discussion held on this subject. 

The excitement and mystique surrounding the Tribe of Lone Bear is a very important ingredient in its long-

term success as an honor and camp leadership program at Camp Arrowhead and as a motivator for Scouts 

to return to summer camp at Arrowhead and to practice leadership and service to others in their lives.  

Scouts may think they know about the program and about its selection standards but there is still an ele-

ment of doubt in their minds.  You should encourage that doubt.  Any facts that you volunteer to them re-

duces the effectiveness and adventure they gain from the program. 
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Membership and advancement requirements for Scout (under 18) 

 

Foxman 
1. He must be at least a First Class Scout.  This means he completed all First Class requirements, includ-

ing tenure and a board of review, before camp. 

2. He must be 12 years of age by August 31 of the current camping season or be entering the 7th grade in 

school. 

3. He must have attended a session of long-term resident camp as a Boy Scout in two years, including the 

current year.  He must attend a full session this year at Camp Arrowhead.  The other session may be at 

any Boy Scouts of America council camp. 

4. He must have Scout Spirit and good participation:  the Scout lives the Scout Oath and Law in his daily 

life and participated this past year in a majority of unit meetings and activities. 

Brave 
1. He must be at least a Star  Scout.  This means he completed all Star requirements, including tenure and 

a board of review, before camp. 

2. He must be 13 years of age by August 31 of the current camping season or be entering the 8th grade in 

school. 

3. He must have attended a session of long-term resident camp as a Boy Scout in three years, including 

the current year.  Two sessions (including a full session in the current year) must be at Camp Arrow-

head.  The other one session may be at any Boy Scouts of America council camp. 

4. He must have Scout Spirit and good participation:  the Scout lives the Scout Oath and Law in his daily 

life and participated this past year in a majority of unit meetings and activities. 

 
If the Troop Committee feels there is an unusual circumstance that should be considered by the 

Tribal Council when a boy does not meet all requirements, a written request for exception should be 

submitted with the recommendation for consideration by the Tribal Council. 

 

Hardway Warrior  
1. He must be at least a Life Scout.  This means he completed all Life requirements, including tenure and 

a board of review, before camp. 

2. To go through the hardway warrior process, he must be a brave and he must be under 18.  If his 18th 

birthday occurs between June 1 and August 31, he may be recognized.  (If he is a brave and over 18, he 

must go through the honorary process but will be able to wear his claws as a hardway warrior.  In that 

case, use the recommendation form for an honorary warrior/ honored woman. 

3. He must have given leadership to younger Scouts and lived as a true Tribesman for the past year. 

4. He must attend Camp Arrowhead for the FULL session in which he advances from brave to warrior. 

5. He must have Scout Spirit and good participation:  the Scout lives the Scout Oath and Law in his daily 

life and participated this past year in a majority of unit meetings and activities. 

 

Paint Recognition 
1. Hardway warriors under 18 years of age may receive paint recognition solely with the approval of the 

unit committee.  A camper tribesman may receive only one paint responsibility advancement per sum-

mer. 

2. He must have given leadership to younger Scouts and lived as a true Tribesman for the past year. 

3. He must spend the entire session at Camp Arrowhead in order to be awarded paint recognition at clos-

ing night campfire. 

4. He must have Scout Spirit and good participation:  the Scout lives the Scout Oath and Law in his daily 

life and participated this past year in a majority of unit meetings and activities. 
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Lone Bear events for 2010 
 

Day 1, Sunday Turn in recommendation forms for Foxmen, Braves, Warriors, Honorary Warriors, 

Honored  Women and Paint at check-in.  Opening night campfire will be at 

8:30 PM with orientation for first year campers. 

 

Day 2, Monday Called Warriors receive their first call at Breakfast.  Called Warriors meet with 

Tribal Council members at the Lone Bear program area after lunch.  Called Warriors 

have dance practice, sign language testing and tribal attire checks between 3:00 and 

5:00.  Lone Bear Staff will hold a question-and-answer session for all Troop leaders 

at 3:00.  All Scouts and Scouters in camp attend Call Night campfire at the General 

council ring at 8:30 pm.  Called Warriors spend the night away from their campsites. 

 

Day 3, Tuesday Called Honorary Warriors and Honored Women report immediately after breakfast 

to the Chapel for orientation.  Called Warriors have dance practice at 3:00 pm.  

Called Braves make medicine pouches at 1:00 pm.  Called Braves meet at general 

council ring at 3:00 pm prepared to spend the night away from campsites.  Called 

Honorary Warriors and Honored Women meet at Foster Lodge for further orienta-

tion at 3:00 pm. 

 

Day 4, Wed. First coveted coup instruction for returning Warriors in general council ring after 

dinner.  Brave to Warrior resolutions at She-She-Be after dinner. 

 

 

Day 5, Thurs. New Tribal names given to recorder before Noon.  Called Braves, called Warriors, 

called Honorary Warriors and Honored Women will do Camp service projects TBA.  

Dinner will be ½ hour early at 5:30.  Called Braves, called Honorary Warriors and 

Honored Women will leave immediately after dinner for Lone Bear Council Ring.  

Ceremony begins at 7:30 pm. 

 

Day 6, Friday New Brave orientation at Lone Bear council ring at 3:00 pm.  New Foxman orienta-

tion at general Council ring at 4:30 pm.  All Scouts and Scouters attend closing night 

campfire, which includes Paint elevations at 8:30 pm in the general Council ring. 
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Schedule for called warriors 

 
Following are the prescribed demands upon the time of a brave who is called for advancement to warrior: 

1. He is required to attend only such instruction as is necessary for him to qualify in (1) sign language,  

(2) tribal attire, and (3) tribal dance.  If he can qualify in any of these by reason of previous preparation, 

he need not attend instructions as scheduled.  The Tribal Council member in charge of that instruction 

will determine if he may miss instructions.  These instructions are scheduled from 3:00-5:00pm 

2. Sleep out:  he sleeps out after the Call Night campfire, if he has met all requirements up to then. 

3. Workday:  he gives service to Camp Arrowhead (Scouts taking MB will be able to attend those classes 

which will be hindered by participation).  He also will have final dance practice with the other called 

warriors. 

4. Brave-to-Warrior Ceremony:  he reports in tribal attire to the dining hall for retreat and supper.  From 

supper, he will go to Lone Bear Council Ring for the rest of the evening. 

5. Brave/Honorary Warrior/Honored Woman Ceremony:  he will have a role in the induction ceremony 

for new members of Lone Bear. 

 

FEE:  There is a charge for materials needed to make a warrior’s tribal attire.  However, a Scout may use 

any of the required items he already owns—i.e., a choker, rattle, dance ankle bells (2 different sizes, 3 

large bells; 3 small bells), breech cloth or apron* and a headband with two feathers.  If he makes the entire 

required tribal attire from materials acquired at camp, the estimated cost could be as high as $50, although 

the Tribal Council is trying to acquire materials that would lower the cost.  Still, a brave would be ahead if 

he made some or all of these items before he arrives at camp, allowing him more time to give leadership to 

the troop, work on personal advancement and learn the sign language and dance. 

 

*Apron—this is an open-on-the-sides cloth or leather drape that extends from waist to just above the knees.  

The Scout must wear either swim trunks or shorts underneath the apron.  Scout shorts, long, baggy swim 

trunks, cut-offs, or brightly colored and patterned swim trunks/shorts are discouraged.  Trunks/shorts 

should be of a single, dark color. 

 

It is also recommended that he have the book, “Indian Sign Language,” by William Tomkins (Dover Publi-

cations), which may be purchased in the Camp Trading Post.  The troop might consider buying one or 

more copies of this book for the troop library so that it would be available during the winter and spring for 

braves to use before they arrive at camp. 

 

NOTE:  A Scout advancing to warrior should have ample time to work on his rank advancement 

and provide leadership to younger Scouts while he is at camp. 
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Schedule for called foxmen 
 

The following are the only prescribed demands upon the time of a called foxmen: 

1. He is told at Call Night to spend three hours, before the last afternoon of camp, at some place where he 

can be alone and meditate.  The subject of his meditations are given to him at Call Night.  It’s recom-

mended that he divide the three hours into three one-hour sessions. 

2. On the last afternoon of camp, he meets in a group with other called foxmen with a member of the 

Tribal Council.  He should wear his uniform to this meeting. 

 

Schedule for called braves 
 

The following are the prescribed demands upon the time of a called brave: 

1. Work day:  he spends a time of silence in service to Camp Arrowhead. 

2. Sleep out:  he is given tasks to do while he camps away from his campsite with a sleeping bag and 

ground cloth, paired with another Scout; he is on silence while sleeping out; staff members place the 

called braves at their campsites and pick them up if the weather turns bad during the night; he is given 

instructions about where to meet at the end of the night out. 

3. Medicine pouch:  he goes to the Lone Bear program area to make a medicine pouch. 

4. Tribal name:  after sleeping out, he meets with a member of the Tribal Council and records his chosen 

tribal name. 

5. Brave ceremony:  he attends the evening meal in tribal attire and is taken from the dining hall to meet 

with members of the Tribal Council.  He spends the evening at his induction ceremony. 

6. Orientation:  on the last full day of camp, immediately after the noon meal, he meets with Tribal Coun-

cil members for a short orientation session. 

7. Costs:  there is no cost for use of breech cloth  and headdress.  If these items are not returned the unit 

will receive a bill to be paid before the unit may check out of camp. 

 

There is no reason for any boy to drop out of any of his personal program.  All other program areas 

will arrange for make-ups. 

 

Schedule for called honorary warriors and called honored women 
 

Following are the prescribed demands upon adults who are called to enter the tribe: 

1. On the day of the call, a Tribal Council member will call their names at call night campfire.  They will 

spend part of the day Tuesday in an orientation session about the tribe and part of Thursday in service 

to Camp Arrowhead.  Work projects will be adjusted for Scouters who have health concerns about 

strenuous projects. 

2. They will meet individually with a Tribesman to record their tribal names.  At supper on the night of 

ceremony, they will leave as a group for Lone Bear Council Ring, where they will participate in the 

Brave/Honorary Warrior/Honored Woman ceremony. 
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Paint Recognition 
 

Color of Paint 

 

In order of status recognition (from lowest to highest): 

1. Firebuilder     Orange 

2. Tom-Tom Beater    Green 

3. Runner     Blue 

4. Keeper of the Sacred Bundle  Yellow 

5. Shaman     Royal Purple 

 

Members of the Tribal Council 

6. Sachem     White 

7. Keeper of the Wampum   White 

8. Sagamore     White 

9. Medicine Man    White 

 

Members of the Council of Chieftains 

10. Chief or Chieftains   Red 

 

Each paint status carries with it some specific duties and responsibilities.  The first five paint stations are 

normally reserved only for hardway warriors, although the Council of Chieftains and the Tribal Council 

made some exceptions in the first years of the Tribe of Lone Bear by honoring some honorary warriors 

with the responsibility of shaman.  This was done because of their positions on the camp staff and the need 

to have some young adults carry out those responsibilities during ceremonies. 

 

A hardway warrior who comes to camp each summer with his unit or on camp staff, and meets attendance 

and leadership requirements, may earn one paint recognition each year until his 21st  birthday, upon the rec-

ommendation of his unit committee or for camp staff members, recommendation of the camp director.  The 

Tribal Council has to approve all paint recognitions for Scouters between 18 and 20 years of age.  A hard-

way warrior who is shaman, whether as a troop leader or a camp staff member, must wait at least two years 

and be 21 years of age before being eligible for sachem.  The Council of Chieftains may in special circum-

stances with approval of the camp director give additional paint to camp staff members for outstanding ser-

vice. 

 

In addition to the paint recognition for young hardway warriors, the Council of Chieftains honors adults 

over 21 years old for outstanding leadership and service to Lone Bear with white paint, denoting Tribal 

Council status.  Recommendation forms for Tribal Council recognition may be filed at any time.  Those 

received by March 1 of a given year will be considered for elevation that summer.  Not all who are recom-

mended for Tribal Council are so honored.  Scouting has many awards for outstanding Scouters, including 

districts’ Awards of Merit, the council’s Silver Beaver award, the Golden Sun award, and others.  Tribal 

Council status doesn’t replace or duplicate those awards.  Tribal Council members must be able to be good 

counselors and must be dedicated to the tribe and its principles and ideals. 

 

Please note all elevations for camp staff members will be decided by the Camp Director. 
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Miscellaneous 

 
Tribal attire  

 

Details on attire, Tribal history, and customs and traditions may be found in the Customs and Traditions of 

the Tribe of Lone Bear.  This confidential book is available only to tribesmen and is sold each summer in 

the camp trading post. 

 

Endangered species 
 

The Tribe of Lone Bear bans the use of claw, feathers, and/or parts from endangered species for tribal at-

tire.  Remember, birds of prey are protected under federal law and possession is punishable by high fines 

and imprisonment. 

 

Hazing 

 

Troops must not participate in or allow any additional “initiation” practices to take place.  Such activity 

could be a detriment to new Tribesmen.  Hazing includes verbal, physical, or mental abuse.  Becoming a 

brave, warrior, honorary warrior or honored woman is a great accomplishment and the first step to in-

creased commitment to Scouting and to Camp Arrowhead.

2. Scout uniform shirt and nice shorts (i.e., no frayed edges or holes) or nice pants 

3. Clean collared shirt or clean camp T-shirt and nice shorts or pants.
